Summary of Exercises conducted:

1. Identification of Elements and Principles of Design through Sketching at
Ambedkar Park:
To develop the observational and analytical skills, the students participated in a
sketching exercise at Ambedkar Park. This activity involved individually
identifying and analyzing the elements and principles of design present in the
park’s architecture and landscape. Through sketching, the students were able to
closely examine the design elements and understand how they contributed to the
overall aesthetic and functionality of the space. They identified and analyzed the
elements and principles of design present in the park's architecture, landscape,
and overall composition. Through sketching, the students honed their
observational and analytical skills, capturing the essence of design elements.

2. ldentification of Elements and Principles of Design through Photography at Gomti
Riverfront:
In this activity, the students individually created photomontages of the Gomti
Riverfront, focusing on the elements and principles of design. By capturing various
angles, perspectives, and details, they explored how these design elements
contributed to the overall aesthetic and functionality of the riverfront. This
exercise encouraged the students to observe and evaluate the visual aspects of
design in a dynamic environment.

3. Design Perception and Evaluation through Translation of 2D to 3D Forms:

Working in groups, the students translated 2D design concepts into 3D forms
using various planes and enclosures. They developed models representing their
design ideas and accompanied them with plan elevations and sciography pictures.
Additionally, the groups provided conceptual write-ups explaining their design
approach and evaluation criteria. Overali, the goal of this exercise is to develop the
students' understanding of form and space by giving them hands-on experience in

4. Unraveling Urban Spaces of Hazratganj:
In groups, the students focused on analyzing and understanding the urban spaces

of Hazratganj, a prominent arca in Lucknow. Each group cxplored specific topics

related to
1. Spatial Organization

2. Patterns
3. Landmark

4. Public amenities
5. Green spaces and human activity pattern

They conducted on-site observations, surveys, and interviews to gather data and

insights. The findings were compiled into PowerPoint presentations, which were

presented by each group.

5. Exploration of Hussainabad:
Similar to the Hazratganj exploration, the students worked in groups to study and

document the architectural features, materials, construction techniques, planning
aspects, and historical context of Hussainabad. They visited significant buildings
such as Bada Imambada, Baoli, Jama Masjid, Roomi gate, art gallery, and clock

tower. The groups presented their findings through PowerPoint presentations,

incorporating relevant visuals and information.
